Coaching Conference a Huge Success
Scottish National Rugby Coach, Andy Robinson, motivational speaker, Frank Dick OBE, and a host of leading golf pros took centre stage at a unique seminar for golf professional and volunteer coaches at Gleneagles on the eve of the Junior Ryder Cup. 

Funded by the Junior Ryder Cup organisers and supported by the Scottish Government, Ryder Cup Ltd, sportscotland, EventScotland, the European Tour, the PGA, the R&A, the Scottish Golf Union, the Scottish Ladies Golfing Association and Perth & Kinross District Council, the seminar aimed to help Scotland’s golf coaches become the best they can be. 

Over 150 PGA pros, volunteer coaches and delegates playing an essential part in Scottish golf were invited to the seminar, part of Scotland’s build up to staging the 2014 Ryder Cup.

Under the theme of having the ‘Right Coach in the Right Place at the Right Time’ at every level of performance, the seminar focussed on Scotland’s golf coaches, their coaching environment and Scottish Golf’s player pathway 

The seminar showcased clubgolf, Scotland’s junior golf programme which is delivering its Ryder Cup pledge by introducing children to golf and supporting the early development of young golfers through structured coaching.  

World Cup winning coach with England, Andy Robinson, spoke about the player coach relationship and explained why his values and philosophies have been important to his success as a coach.  

Frank Dick, whose former protégés include Boris Becker, Daley Thompson and Gerhard Berger, spoke about how coaches can raise their personal bar in coaching, and what it takes to achieve success at every level.

In the afternoon of the conference PGA pros and volunteer coaches were able to participate in workshops such as “making your coaching fun,”  “Creating a positive coaching environment for children” 
The aim of the conference was to invest resources in to supporting both volunteer and professional coaches. Having greater informed coaches is essential to quality of coaching at clubs enjoyed by both the participant and the coach.
