Festival Attracts over 1200 Children.

Whilst the best junior golfers from Europe and the USA were contesting the Junior Ryder Cup at Gleneagles, another significant golfing event was taking place at the Perthshire resort.

On each day of the competition over 600 children from Perth & Kinross schools participated in a firstclubgolf festival on the famous golfing Estate. The Biennial Junior Ryder Cup contest was the ideal event to showcase the progress made in Scotland to date with regards to developing grassroots golf through clubgolf.
The festival gave the attending children to display there skills learned through the schools programme firstclubgolf which was delivered by staff from Perth & Kinross Education & Children’s Services, clubgolf and staff from Factory Eleven. The children attending were also able watch the golfers compete for the Junior Ryder Cup and there attendance at the event made for an excellent atmosphere as the matches reached their climax.
The equipment used for the event was kindly provided by the Junior Ryder Cup Development Trust, which totalled £5000. This equipment was donated to Perth & Kinross Council to serve as a legacy to allow local children to continue receiving golf within school.
